Instructions for Raising Sponsors

Raise 100 to Free 100 Carwash- Feb 25th, 2006
Thank you for participating in this event.  The hardest part of this fundraiser, and also the part that makes it a success, is finding sponsors to donate and support the carwash.  That’s why we need you!  Here are some helpful tips and guidelines for gaining sponsors for this event:

1. Read through the intro sheet and these instructions so you understand exactly how the carwash works.  The better you understand it, the easier it will be to explain to your potential sponsors.

2. Think through who you know who could be potential sponsors.  Talk to as many people as you can.  Consider family, friends, schoolmates, coworkers, teachers, relatives, neighbors, local businesses.  It doesn’t take a lot of money to support this event, so ask everyone you know!

3. Be friendly, introduce yourself (if they don’t already know who you are), and smile!  Then tell them...

-We’re having a carwash

-It’s to raise money to free women and girls who are forced into prostitution in other countries

-The goal of the carwash is to see how many cars we can wash in one day

-The carwash is free, but we’re looking for people to sponsor us by how many cars we wash

-The carwash will be held on Feb 25th at the Brea Walmart

-“Would you like to sponsor us?”


Be clear, quick, and to the point when you first make your pitch.  Then be ready to answer questions or 

give more explanation as needed, especially more information about the R100F100 cause.  As a guideline, the last carwash we had in July 2004, we washed 164 cars.  So as an estimate:



If they pledge $1.00 per car we wash, that would end up being $164.



$.10 per car is $16.40



$.25 per car is $42


The actual amount donated will depend on the number of cars we end up washing.  They also have the option of donated a flat amount (i.e. $10, $25, $100...).

4. Record their information on the included sponsor sheet for you to keep track.  If they are making a flat donation, try to collect the money that day.  If they are sponsoring per car, tell them you will contact them after the carwash to let them know how many cars we washed.

5. The four handouts in the packet should be 1) this 2) sponsor sheet 3) intro sheet and 4) generic R100F100 sheet. On the intro sheet and general flyer (not in the packet), there will be places for the donors to write down how much they donate so that they can remember (you too). You can give them the flyer and keep record in your own sponsor sheet. Ask Peter or Scott for extra copies if you give all of your intro sheets and flyers away. (They will be online, as well.)

6. You are responsible for collecting the money from your sponsors and turning it in!  After Feb 25th, contact your sponsors, let them know how many cars we washed, and what their donation total would equal.  Then make sure to collect the money from them!  And remember to thank them!  Gather ALL of your donations together and turn them in all together to a R100F100 rep or leader at your church by Sunday, March 12th.

Checks should be made out to:  CBCOC, with “IJM” written in the memo line.



(or your church name if your group has been collecting funds through your church)

7. Remember, the point of the carwash is not only to raise funds, but also to spread awareness of this problem!
